1. Finance  - solar panels are still generating electricity for us, we will review this next month
2. Personnel  - clerks 1-2-1 is coming up, and the hall cleaners had a joint meeting with the clerk. 
3. Village Hall  - Old library refurbishment, the CIL application is taking some time as there are several tasks that need completing first. Cllr Tunbridge has put out a message to the public asking for their views on a refurbishment, there have been many good ideas for the future use of the room. 
RESOLVED Review of hall hire charges - as circulated, Cllr Michael Holt proposed to accept the new charges, Cllr Ansell seconded this all agreed by show of hands
4. Cemetery – Chairman Cllr Southgate has re-assessed the headstones at the cemetery and there are 4 that need attention. 
5. Planning / Neighbourhood Plan – no update
6. Public Rights of Way / Highways – there are signposts up by the church, which have rotted away, Cllr Dotesio-Eyers to investigate and report as required.  Speeding at Bells lane, the Chairman will be contacting the local Police link and request that he could be more present at Bells Lane in an effort to deter the speeding vehicles. 
7. Greening Glemsford  - there was a litter pick on Saturday 20th September which was less well attended than usual, but it was a really positive session and lots of litter was collected. Next litter pick will be on a Sunday in the hope that more people will be able to attend. Cllr Tunbridge will put some photos online. A gardening club talk about the wild flower project will be taking place on 28th October at the village hall. 
8. Play Parks – we have chased up the contractor who usually does the repairs, asking for a quote to do the repairs. 
9. Allotments – no update
10. Community Engagement & Events – Remembrance Day, Cllr Hall has ordered bunting, the WI are putting up poppies again, Rachel has cleaned the war memorial. 
Cllr Hall and Cllr Broadbent are arranging the PC’s Christmas event and the Church is doing their Christmas Tree competition, Cllr Hall has volunteered to do an entry for the Parish Council. 

25/128	Correspondence to report – 
1. James Cartlidge Senior fair on 14th November at the Village Hall, 1pm-4pm
2. Message from a resident who says they have seen the outline of the project for the Old Library Room and some positive suggestions on the village Facebook page and agrees with a comment that now the Glemsford football team has been reinvigorated it would be good if some consideration could be given to them. However, in the past muddy boots and rubbish has been a problem. And asked if there is a deadline for suggestions. There is no deadline as such at this point, but feedback sooner is best. 
3. Grants from Babergh – Sustainable communities’ food fund provides grants up to £5k towards community pantries etc. and Living Well in Winter Grants provide up to £2k to reduce winter isolation.
4. Planning Application in Cavendish, DC/25/1027/FUL – Solar Farm & Battery storage: Wales End, Cavendish. Cavendish PC has asked for support from Glemsford PC in objecting to this planning application, the Parish Council has looked at the application and agreed to contact planning and object to the application
5. Recent HMO’s in the village has caused some concern with people knocking on doors asking for paid work.  The PC isn’t provided with information about these residents / properties, but there is concern for both the residents of the HMO’s and the residents of the village.
