25/141	Reports from Working Group leads 
1. Finance  – the Unity bank account has been applied for and we are supplying additional information as requested. The Finance WG will meet next week to work through the budget.
2. Personnel - The Cleaning staff have requested annual leave over Christmas and enquired whether the hall would be closed. It was agreed that the hall won’t be officially closed, however annual leave will be permitted from 22nd December until Thursday 2nd  January provided that if there was a booking and/need for cleaning to be done they would manage this. 
SCRIBE finance package was discussed and in principal agreed, however the finance WG will look at how this can be funded before proceeding.  
3. Village Hall – there have been requests for Wi-Fi for the hall, the clerk will look into additional Wi-Fi provision, however in the meantime if needed the clerk can provide the code. 
The Finance WG will look at affordability of new tables for the heritage room and for the main hall and determine what can be purchased within the current budget and what needs to be put into the future year. The hall is short of tables as some have passed their useful life and are not repairable. Cllr Tunbridge is working on the grant application for the refurbishment of the old library. 
2 solar panels have been vandalised at the weekend. The CCTV will be reviewed and additional cameras will be purchased if necessary. 
RESOLVED by show of hands to install additional cameras on each side with security lights if needed. 
Cllr Southgate will arrange to reinstate the lights for the car park area. 
4. Cemetery– no further update. 
5. Planning / Neighbourhood Plan  – no further update
6. Public Rights of Way / Highways  – The PC are aware that some vehicles have been parking on the grass areas which is causing damage to the ground and not ideal, but also not PC land. The Parish Council would like to apologise to anyone who has received a sign on their vehicles as this was not an approved action. 
7. Greening Glemsford – has applied to the PCC to extend the wilding area, closer towards the path but not interfering with any graves. GG does annual thermal imaging camera and software surveys around the village and will have a stand at the seniors fair on 14th November. They have been approached by Hadleigh environmental action team (HEAT) and will come to Glemsford on 27th November to promote this. The next GG working group meeting will be on 3rd December. 
8. Play Parks  – we have had a request for a bench to be near the play park, near to the gate. We have a bench already and Cllr Tunbridge will arrange for volunteers to install the bench. 
9. Allotments  – Cllr Ansell has been working through the waiting list. We have added 2 new people this month and Cllr Ansell will work to allocate plots. The allotments are now well used and the waiting list is short. 
10. Community Engagement & Events –Remembrance Day  and Christmas event
The Christmas event on 13th December is coming along and all stalls are booked. 
The Christmas tree festival at the church has the theme of ‘The Joy of Christmas’
